FOOTING/JUMPING MATERIAL MIX SPONSORSHIP

KENTUCKY HORSE PARK

Section I

General Information

A. Purpose of Document

The purpose of this Request for Proposal (RFP) is to solicit proposals from distributors and/or manufacturers to offer a sponsorship to the Kentucky Horse Park for the GGT-Footing Jumping mix.  The GGT-Footing Jumping mix material (hereafter “material”) shall consist of 70% GGT-Footing Geo and 30% GGT-Footing Fiber.  The aforementioned sponsored material shall be sufficient to fill a 65,000 sq. ft. equine competition arena.
B. Commitment of the Kentucky Horse Park

In return for the proposed sponsorship the Kentucky Horse Park will promote its partnership with the selected sponsor through several advertising opportunities to be negotiated at a later date.
Pursuant to KRS 45A.105 the Kentucky Horse Park reserves the right to cancel or reject bids that are deemed not to be in the best interest of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

C. Period of Contract
The initial term of the contract shall be from the starting date of the contract until 6/30/2016.  After the initial contract term, and at the option of the Kentucky Horse Park and the approval of the Sponsor, the contract issued for this sponsorship may be renewed for five (5) additional one-year periods.
D. Submission Date of Proposals

It should be understood that any verbal representations made or assumed to be made during any oral discussion are not binding on the Kentucky Horse Park or the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

F. Verification/Clarification of Information

The Kentucky Horse Park may request verification/clarification documentation from the Sponsor of any information provided in its proposal.

G. Campaign Finance Law Compliance

The Sponsor shall complete Attachment 1, the “Campaign and Finance Law Compliance” Sheet and return it with their proposal.

H. Cost of Preparing Proposal

Costs for developing the proposal are solely the responsibility of the Sponsor.  The Kentucky Horse Park shall provide no reimbursement for such costs.  Any costs associated with any oral presentations, if applicable, to Kentucky Horse Park shall be the responsibility of the Sponsor and shall in no way be billable to Kentucky Horse Park.

I. Cancellation

Kentucky Horse Park may, upon a thirty-day (30) written notice to the Sponsor, terminate this agreement in completely or in part, for any unspecified reason or for default.  In such event, all documents, data, studies, and reports prepared for Kentucky Horse Park under the contract shall become its property.  In the event that the contract is terminated for default, the Sponsor shall forfeit all footing and associated materials to the Kentucky Horse Park.
Section II

Kentucky Horse Park - Background

The Kentucky Horse Park is a working horse farm and educational theme park dedicated to man’s relationship with the horse.  Set on more than 1,200 beautiful acres in the heart of Kentucky’s famous Bluegrass region, the Kentucky Horse Park is devoted to bringing the best equine experience to our patrons.  

The Kentucky Horse Park offers many attractions that allow patrons to take full advantage of their equine experience such as our Horse Drawn Tour, Walking Farm Tour, and our museum the International Museum of the Horse.  In addition, patrons can see live shows like the Horses of the World Presentation and Hall of Champions Show.

Being one of Kentucky main tourist attraction, the Kentucky Horse Park hosts many national and international horse shows such as the 2010 Alltech FEI World  Equestrian Games, Rolex Three-Day Event, Annual Egyptian Event, and the Alltech National Horse Show. 

In addition to other successes, the Kentucky Horse Park is home to thirty-three equine associations and organizations that believe the Kentucky Horse Park is the ideal setting for their national and state offices.

         Section III

Statement of Sponsorship

A. General Nature of Proposed Sponsorship

The Kentucky Horse Park is an agency of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.  As such, our agency must comply with applicable state laws and procedures as they relate to donations, sponsorships, procurement and other acquisitions.  

The Kentucky Horse Park in Lexington, Kentucky (KHP) currently has the need for GGT-Footing Jumping mix sufficient to fill a 65,000 sq. ft. equine competition arena.
Section IV

General Conditions

A.
Sponsor’s Responsibilities During the Contract Term

1. Sponsor shall supply the GGT-Footing Jumping mix material to the Kentucky Horse Park in the amount provided within the Sponsorship and delivered upon a mutually determined schedule.  
2. Upon initial installation, the Sponsor shall relinquish all claims of ownership of the aforementioned footing material mix and at that time become the property of the Kentucky Horse Park.

3. Sponsor shall provide any desired signage, promotion materials, or other products for display at the Kentucky Horse Park.  Written prior approval of the Kentucky Horse Park’s Executive Director is required before the Sponsor may display signage on the grounds of the Kentucky Horse Park.  

4. Sponsor shall have general professional liability insurance or specific professional liability insurance for this engagement in an amount appropriate for industry standards.  
B.
The Kentucky Horse Park’s Responsibilities During the Contract Term

1. Be able to display their signage on the grounds of the Kentucky Horse Park (number of signs and location will be determined at a later date).

2. The Kentucky Horse Park will list the Sponsor on the Sponsors Page on the Kentucky Horse Park’s website during the term of the agreement. 

3. Use of the Kentucky Horse Park’s logo in publications or other related materials during the term of this contract, provided that it directly relates to this sponsorship with the Kentucky Horse Park. 

4. Use the phrase “A Proud Sponsor of the Kentucky Horse Park” in publications during the term of the contract, provided that it directly relates to this sponsorship with the Kentucky Horse Park.

5. Sponsor shall be permitted to display their company logo wherever their product is sold along with the phrase “A Proud Sponsor of the Kentucky Horse Park”, provided that it is in compliance with 200 KAR 5:080.
B. Modifications to Contract

Any modifications to the contract shall be in writing and processed through the Kentucky Horse Park’s, Purchasing Office.

C. Disputes
Except as otherwise provided in the RFP, a question or act arising under the contract which is not disposed of by mutual agreement shall be decided by the Kentucky Horse Park Commission, and it shall serve by certified mail, a copy to the Sponsor.  The decision of the Kentucky Horse Park Commission shall be final and conclusive unless within thirty (30) days from the date of service, the Sponsor notifies the Secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet pursuant to KRS 45A.235.

Pending final determination of any dispute hereunder, the Sponsor shall proceed diligently with the performance of the contract and in accordance with the Kentucky Horse Park Commission's direction.

This section does not preclude consideration of legal questions in connection with the decision provided for above, provided that nothing in the contract shall be construed as making final the decision of any administrative official, representative, or board on a question of law.

D. Forums and Venue
This Contract shall be construed according to the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.   Any legal proceedings against the Commonwealth regarding this RFP or any resultant Contract shall be brought in Commonwealth of Kentucky administrative or judicial forums.  Venue will be in Franklin County, Commonwealth of Kentucky.

E. Attorneys' Fees
In the event that either Party deems it necessary to take legal action to enforce any provision of this Contract, and in the event the Kentucky Horse Park prevails, the Sponsor agrees to pay all expenses of such action, including attorneys' fees and costs at all stages of litigation as set by the court or hearing officer.
F. Employment Practices
The Sponsor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age (except as provided by law), political affiliations, or handi​cap.  The Sponsor must take affirmative action to ensure that employees, as well as applicants for employment, are treated without discrimination because of their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, (except as provided by law), political affiliation, or handicap.  Such action shall include, but is not limited to, the following: employment, promotion, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay or other forms of compensation, and selection for training, including apprenticeship. Sponsor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provision of this clause.

The Sponsor shall, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Sponsor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, (except as provided by law), political affiliation, or handicap, except where it relates to a bona fide occupational qualification.

The Sponsor shall comply with the nondiscrimination clause contained in Federal Executive Order 11246, as amended by Federal Executive Order 11375, relative to Equal Employment Opportunity for all persons without regard to race, color, religion, sex, or national origin, and the implementation rules and regulations prescribed by the Secretary of Labor and with Title 41, Code of Federal Regulations.  The Contractor shall comply with related Commonwealth laws and regulations.

The Sponsor shall comply with regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor of the United States in Title 20, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 741, pursuant to the provisions of Executive Order 11758 and the Federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

The Sponsor shall comply with the Civil Rights Act of 1964, and any amendments thereto, and the rules and regulations thereunder, and Section 504 of Title V of the Vocational Rehabilitation Act of 1973 as amended and the Kentucky Civil Rights Act.

Section V

Technical Response Format
A. Responsiveness 

In order to be considered for selection, responses submitted by the Sponsor shall be completely responsive to this document.  All conditions printed herein are hereby made a part of the conditions under which the response is submitted and shall be incorporated into any Award on this project.  Further, the contents of a response shall become part of any Award resulting from that response.  

B. Technical Response
The technical Response is requested to be brief, concise and bound in a single volume and should include the following:

· Title Page with contact information

· Table of Contents (if applicable)

· Any deviations from stated requirements

· Sponsor Background including date established a brief history

· Acknowledgement of all addenda

· Notarized Attachment 1
· Sworn Statement Regarding Campaign Finance

Section VI
Technical Response Evaluation
The KHP shall conduct a comprehensive, fair, and impartial evaluation of all proposals.  

Each Sponsor is responsible for submitting all relevant, factual and correct information with their offer to enable the evaluator(s) to afford each sponsor the maximum score based on the available data submitted by the sponsor.  

The Kentucky Horse Park reserves the right to conduct discussions with any Sponsor who has submitted a proposal to determine the Sponsor’s qualifications for further consideration.  Discussions shall not disclose any information derived from proposals submitted by other Sponsors.

Kentucky Horse Park shall evaluate all technical responses in accordance with KRS 45A.695.  Each response shall be evaluated as follows:
